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Nepal is a landlocked country in South Asia situated between
India and China. It is a multiethnic nation with Nepali as the official language. Kath-
mandu is the nation’s capital and is the largest municipality and city of Nepal. Nepal
is the birth place of Lord BUDHA and being located in the Himalayas is home to
eight of the world’s ten tallest mountains including the famous MOUNT Everest, the

world’s highest mountain.

The excavation of Dhando Chaitya uncovered a
brick with an inscription in Brahmi script which archaeologists believe two thou-
sand years old. Stone inscriptions are a ubiquitous element at heritage sites and are

key sources for the history of Nepal.

Kathmandu is the hub of country’s economy and is the gateway to
tourism in Nepal. Its economy is focused on tourism, which account for major share
of country’s GDP. The city has most advanced infrastructure of any urban area in
Nepal. Kathmandu was ranked as third among the top 10 travel destinations
emerging in the world by TripAdvisor, and ranked 1% in Asia.
